	Tattoo Parlors and licensing options
Ms. Feuerherm said that the county and some legislators have been approached regarding a licensing program for local tattoo parlors. She said that a Cortland County resident received a tattoo from a local parlor, and then developed an infection. This resident is requesting that local laws be enacted to oversee the program. Ms. Feuerherm said there are no regulations covering tattoo parlors, however if there were a public health issue then the health department would investigate. A public health issue would be two or more complaints. She said this complaint was reviewed and investigated, and there did not appear to be a public health risk at this time. She said there is no state sanitary code relative to this, and it would not be good practice for the county to pass a local law without any state code, or trained personnel. The committee agreed that there was no necessary action to be taken at this time.
Mental Health Department Update

Mr. LeBlanc and Mr. Kilmer gave an overview of operations at the Mental Health Department. The department will operate within the 2010 budget and do not anticipate any problems. 

The committee discussed the staffing levels of employees dealing with children’s services. In 2007 there were four full-time employees with a capacity of about 190 clients. In 2010 there are only two full-time employees with a capacity of about 95. Currently there are 85 children’s cases. The department is working with other agencies to see why the numbers have dropped. A child psychiatrist will begin work for the county soon which will be a great asset to the county and the services offered. 

The committee discussed the no-show rate at the Clinic, and ways to combat the problem, such as increased reminder phone calls, texting, e-mails and postcards.
