	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Kilmer said this is NYS pushing costs back to the County. He explained that if the jail has an inmate that is considered “unstable,” the inmate is sent to a psychiatric facility, and the cost is passed on to the Mental Health Department. Mr. Williams said he would like to see a number budgeted in the 2011 budget, rather than transferring from contingency. Mr. Kilmer said he will take an average of the costs over the last several years and include it in his budget request. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion passed.

	· Ms. Feuerherm said the contract for Pre-K transportation needs to be authorized. The last contract was a two-year contract, with a one-year extension at the county’s option, which was utilized. Right now there are 40 kids being transported, out of about 45 slots in the program. She requested $400,000 in her budget, and only $250,000 was adopted. As long as all children stay locally, rather than Binghamton or Syracuse, she will be over-budget. Birnie Bus has the current contract. The Committee agreed that the two-year contract with a one year extension was acceptable.
· Mr. Pace said he is considering taking a look at the county’s smoking policy. Ms. Feuerherm said the county does get money from NYS for policy making in regards to tobacco use. She said she is hoping to get a smoke-free perimeter to the County Office Building, if not a smoke-free campus. Mr. Pace said he would like to look into incentives for tobacco cessation. She noted that the county’s designated smoking area is directly below the health clinic.
