	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. Mr. Kilmer said these are additional state funds for Catholic Charities and the JM Murray Center, which were not included in the budget. The County is a pass-through agency for these funds. All members voting in favor; none opposed.

	
	Other Discussion Items

	Other discussion
	· Mr. Kilmer distributed a copy of the Community Services Board Local Government Plan, which he said Mr. Pace requested. The committee briefly reviewed the plan. The plan is required by Mental Hygiene Law in order to get state funds. The plan’s goals and initiatives are reviewed annually.
· Mr. Kilmer told the committee of three travel requests he will be submitting to Mr. Williams for approval. The three training sessions are in Syracuse, and are free, other than the travel costs. Mr. Williams asked that Mr. Kilmer use a county vehicle to avoid mileage reimbursement payments.

· Mr. Kilmer said that the Fiscal Officer Trainee is in the process of being hired. Five candidates were interviewed and the tentative start date is March 22.

· Mr. Pace asked Mr. Kilmer to review the state’s findings of Horizon House. Mr. Kilmer said that for several years, and most recently in February the state does an annual audit and has consistently cited the driveway as dangerous and the walls too thin for confidentiality purposes. Mr. Purser noted that these things were not a problem when the state was running the facility. Mr. Troy asked about necessary renovations of the W. Court Street building which has been discussed as an alternate location for Horizon House. Mr. Kilmer deferred the question to the Buildings & Grounds department. 

· Ms. Feuerherm will be meeting with state representatives from Albany regarding what to expect from the state budget.

· Mr. Kilmer reviewed the restorative funds for psychiatric placements from the courts, in an effort to assist in the 2011 budget process. In 2007 the cost was about $80,000. 2008 was about $20,000. 2009 was about $11,500. Ms. Cobb asked why there was such a difference. Mr. Kilmer said that in 2006 there was an individual living in a state residential facility, and the cost of that was about $50,000 per year to the county. He said it is an unavoidable cost, that when the courts remand a person to a facility, the county pays it.

· Mr. Williams asked  Mr. Kilmer for a cost estimate to provide drug evaluations in the jail, which was formerly being done by Family Counseling Services. Mr. Kilmer said that according to the billable hours he would be losing at the clinic, the estimated cost would be $100/hour. 
· Mr. Pace asked if the Community Services Board and sub-committee meetings are open to the public and if announcements are sent to legislators. Mr. Kilmer indicated that the meetings are open, and legislators are notified of all meetings.
