	Other Discussion Items

	Other discussion
	· Mr. Pace informed the Committee that Larry Tingley, Director of Community Services, has submitted his resignation, effective at the end of May. Mr. Pace said that in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the County and the Community Services Board (CSB), as it relates to Mr. Tingley, a search committee will be formed, consisting of three members of the Health Committee, three members of the CSB, and the chair of the legislature. This committee will do the search for an interim and a permanent placement. The committee will consist of Pastor Barry Kerner, Barb Ryan, Jim Seamons from the CSB, and the representatives from the Health Committee will be Mr. Pace, Mr. Parker and Ms. Cobb. He said a meeting will be held next Wednesday at 6 p.m. to discuss the hiring process. Mr. Pace said he has had discussions with a candidate that is interested in an interim position. He also thanked Mr. Tingley for his services. Mr. Troy asked about who makes the appointment for these positions. Mr. Pace said based upon the MOU, this is done “in concert with one another.” He said the CSB will make a recommendation to the Legislature, and the Legislature can then approve if they wish, or deny the recommendation and send it back to the CSB and search committee for another candidate.
· Mr. Kilmer said the Program Director at Horizon House has resigned. He said the position was posted, and that an internal candidate has emerged as the person to fill the position. 

· Mr. Kilmer introduced Dr. Jason Stepkovitch, who gave an overview of the services he provides at the Clinic and for the Mental Health Department. Dr. Stepkovitch gave the committee a series of statistics to impress upon them the prevalence of mental health disorders in today society. Mr. Kilmer said due to limited resources and an abundance of clients, there is nearly a three-month wait time for new clients. Dr. Stepkovitch said he would like to see some substance abuse services offered by the county in the future, as that is an integral part of treatment for many clients. Dr. Stepkovitch also gave an overview of the services provided at the clinic by Dr. Evan Delucia-Deranja. Mr. Waldbauer asked about Dr. Stepkovitch’s salary. Mr. Kilmer said that his salary is “in line with” other psychiatrists throughout the region, but that Dr. Stepkovitch has more duties and responsibilities than most other psychiatrists. He added that 60% of the salary is covered through direct billing for services he provides.
