Ms. Feuerherm said that state regulation requires the county follow-up on children with elevated lead levels on both a clinical and an environmental level, which requires a site visit. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Create Part-time Public Health Educator

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Feuerherm said the county lost a full-time public health educator in the 2010 budget that worked in the ZAP (Zero Adolescent Pregnancy) program. This position will cover a need to pick up part of a two-county contract for a case management and education cancer services program, which was previously sub-contracted for the Tompkins County component. The sub-contractor has not been completing the case-management aspect of the job. Cortland County receives funds, and sub-contracts with this agency. The agency will continue to do the educational component, but Cortland will do the Case Management component. If additional grant funds are acquired, then Ms. Feuerherm will request this position be made full time to cover other programs as well. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.
