	Authorize Agreement/Accept Funds – Preschool Special Education Funding/Children with Special Needs

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Parker. Ms. Feuerherm said these are stimulus funds, being used to cover the money owed to the county from the state. She said there may be additional reporting and paperwork required to accept this money. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #2
	Award Proposal/Authorize Agreement – Clinical Software – Pre-K Program

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Ms. Feuerherm explained that this software accounting system will help the department administer the fiscal side of the program. Sixteen other counties use this program, and it should cut the workload for employees who utilize it. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Authorize Agreements – CAHPS Survey Vendor/Nursing

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Steger. Ms. Feuerherm said this is the latest in the federal governments regulatory requirements for the Certified Home Health Agency. This will allow the county to contract with an independent agency to survey clients for satisfaction ratings, which will be posted on the county’s website. She estimated that the first set of data should be released early next year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #4
	Amend Budget – Mental Health/J.M. Murray Center

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Kilmer said this is just some “bookkeeping” to move money from one fund to another. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #5
	Authorize Agreements – SUNY Upstate Medical University Physician Assistant Student Affiliation Program

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Parker. Mr. Kilmer said the county is lucky to be included in this program, which will allow students from Upstate Medical Center to do their residencies at the clinic. The county will be able to bill for these free services. Dr. Stepkovitch will oversee the program, but that should not affect the time he spends seeing clients. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	
	Other Discussion Items

	Other discussion
	· Mr. Kilmer and Mr. LeBlanc provided a report on programs at Mental Health. The committee discussed updates to the intake process which has significantly reduced the waiting list for services. Mental Health is honoring employees and their efforts to recognize hard work and improve morale.

· The Mental Health Department is working with family court to re-instate Non-violent Alternatives Group.

· Mr. LeBlanc reviewed a 2010 Mental Health Budget Summary. He said due to the billing process and the delay in receiving state funds, the budget figures are slightly skewed. He said the department is on target to be close to what is budgeted for 2010. Mr. Murphy asked for a breakdown of clients served by the various programs on an annual basis.
· Dr. Deranja will be leaving the department and going to work for Upstate Medical Center. 

· The lease for the clinic building will expire in December. The department is reviewing the space needs and will report back to the committee in regards to renewing the agreement.

· Ms. Gofkowski spoke about a Google document repository that she has created for the Community Services Board. 

· Ms. Feuerherm said that Dr. Gillim has resigned as medical advisor. The position has been posted and advertised, but there have been no interested parties. He has agreed to help out until he moves out of the area.

· Ms. Feuerherm informed the committee that NYS has passed regulations that eliminates state aid for the Certified Home Health Agency and Hospice – about $85,000. Hospice has not needed state aid, and has been making a profit.
