	Other discussion
	· Mr. Kilmer and Mr. LeBlanc distributed and reviewed a packet of materials relating to the 2010 Budget Summary, the Lease of the Mental Health building, and a potential reorganization of the department. The lease will expire in December, and the department’s space needs will be reviewed. Mr. LeBlanc will meet with Mr. Kilmer, Ms. Gofkowski and Mr. Pace to review the needs of the department and potential alternatives. The committee reviewed potential changes in the department that Mr. LeBlanc said would be cost neutral, allow for new program development, provide his office with a secretary and help cut down on errors in paperwork related to Medicaid reporting. The Office of Medicaid Inspector General has audited the department and is looking to take back as much as $880,000 from the county. There is a two-part appeal process to this, which the county has completed the first part. This includes providing documents that OMIG could not locate during their audit. If accepted, a new figure and finding will be given. The reorganization has been reviewed and tentatively approved by the Personnel Director. There would be one employee who would be eliminated and not “bumped” to another position. Mr. LeBlanc said he would like to implement this plan this year. Mr. Pace said that this should go through the Budget & Finance Committee as well, because the county would be creating/abolishing positions. Mr. Pace will call a special meeting prior to Budget & Finance to review this proposal and prepare resolutions to forward to Budget & Finance Committee.
· Mr. Kilmer advised that the intake process has been adapted and there is no longer a waiting list for services at the clinic.
