	Budget Review Sessions
Mr. Pace said the committee will be meeting to review department budgets. The Committee scheduled a meeting for Friday, Sept. 24 at 3 p.m.
Mental Health Budget Review

Mr. Kilmer distributed an overview of the potential changes between the 2010 and 2011 budgets, and notes from the Community Services Board. Mr. LeBlanc noted that the Mental Health Department accounts for only 3.93% of the total county expenses, but provides for 5.1% of its revenues. 
Due to changes to the intake process, there is no waiting list for services at this point. 

The submitted budget request for 2011 decreases discretionary funding by $25,414. However, due to increases in non-discretionary items like retirement, salary and health benefits, the overall Mental Health Budget will increase by $247,411. Mr. Kilmer stressed that these costs are unavoidable at the current staffing level. The department is on target to be within the budgeted figures for 2010, in both expenditures and revenues.

Mr. Leblanc said they have streamlined version of the 2009 CSB Annual Report. It can be found on-line, or hard copies are available upon request. Mr. Pace said the agency figures are no longer provided in the annual report, but asked if they are available. Mr. LeBlanc said they are available, and he will be sure to put them on the Mental Health website.
