	Agenda Item No. 2  - Authorize Agreements – Youth Bureau (NYS Office of Children & Family Services)

	Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Lann said that these funds were suggested by an allocation committee and the Youth Board, and will be given to the listed agencies, which all applied and requested funds. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Agenda Item No. 3 – Amend Budget/Youth Bureau – Grant Funds

	Discussion
	Mr. Lann handed out an amended resolution to include funds from the Pall Trinity Foundation. Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Other funds are from a member-item grant from Barbara Lifton’s office. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.


	Agenda Item No. 4  - Authorize Agreement – Youth Bureau/AmeriCorps Member

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Mr. Lann said this resolution provides for the Youth Bureau’s AmeriCorps member. The county is required to pay a 15% match for the program, but a different grant will cover that expense. He said there are 23 AmeriCorp members working in the county right now. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Agenda Item No. 5 – Accept funds/Amend Budget – Authorize Agreement – SUNY Research Foundation

	Ms. Price gave each department head an opportunity to discuss the operations of their department and the services provided. In addition to these department overviews:

· Ms. Davison said her department recently held a dislocated worker program for the workers of the local P&C stores, which may be faced with closing. She said there was a small turnout, but that it was an educational program, and held at the Homer Community Center. 
· Ms. Davison said a majority of the $100,000 in back rent owed to the county for use of 99 Main Street has finally been paid from the state, and she will now begin going after funds owed for maintenance and overhead.

· Ms. Deloff said there are three boards that typically have a legislative representative. Mr. Troy volunteered to serve on the Nutrition Task Force. Mr. Fuller offered to serve on the RSVP Board. Mr. Cornell said he would serve on the Older American’s Advisory Board.

· The Area Agency on Aging is assisting Cornell Cooperative Extension with the tax assistance program.

· More than 400 people have been consulted as part of the Medicare Part D open enrollment program.

· Ms. Monroe distributed an organizational chart, showing how the DSS Department is run. She also distributed and discussed a breakdown of caseload statistics.

· Mr. Lann said that Feb. 9 is Youth Leadership Day, and local high school students will get a tour of county buildings.
