	Discussion Items

· The Clerk of the Legislature informed the committee he had applied for a grant for a historic marker to be placed at Dwyer Memorial Park.  
· Ms. Barber said the Director of Community Services position has been posted for a full-time position. Ms. Price said she does not think this should be a full-time position. Mr. Pace said the reorganization plan that was approved by the legislature indicated that this would be a full-time position. Ms. Gofkowski said that this full-time position is cost-neutral because it would also mean the elimination of Mike Kilmer’s position. Ms. Price said she does not agree with the DCS also being the administrator, as it could create a conflict when administering funds to other, somewhat competing agencies. 
· The Clerk of the Legislature reviewed the Legislature’s requested budget. He pointed out that overall it is a 45% reduction from 2010, but a large portion of that is from a reduction in Professional Services which was used to pay the IKON Document Management System project. He also noted that $3,250 was included in this budget to reinstate the funds to reimburse mileage to legislators.
