No County funds are needed.  The shelving units were on state contract and the County would be entering into an agreement with Henderson-Johnson Co. Inc.  The shelving units extend the life of records and create more space.  Ms. Larkin complimented Mr. Boylan for working on this project himself.  Mr. Boylan indicated that he had help installing the units from inmates from Pharsalia and the County Jail.  He will not be able to have any inmates from Pharsalia this time but he will contact Sheriff Price to get help from the County Jail inmates

Ms. Larkin explained that when people in the County mail or use the State DMV website to make DMV transactions the County does not get any fees.  This Assembly Bill is now going to the State Senate.  If it passes the Counties would receive 12.7% of DMV transactions if the State DMV website is used.  Ms. Larkin said that St. Lawrence County tried to have their own county website for DMV transactions in 2005 and the state shut them down.  She further stated that the state website has pictures of all the state’s County Clerks so when people use the state website they think that the money is coming back to the County, which it is not.
