· Rules of Order – Ms. Gofkowski advised the Committee that the Advisory Committee to Amend the Cortland County Rules of Order will be meeting one more time in September.  This will be the “last call” for any suggested changes or additions.  A draft, dated June 29, 2010, was distributed to the Personnel Committee members for their review.
· PROPOSED LOCAL LAW:  Local Law Providing for the Term of Office for the Position of Cortland County Administrator – Chairman Williams feels that stability is important for this position and that an appointment term of up to four years would be appropriate, but there also should be language regarding termination of the individual.  Ms. Briggs inquired if there is some sort of a recall in place to remove an elected official.  There is no course of action in place to remove an elected official from office unless there was some sort of criminal activity that involved the elected office.  Ms. Gofkowski and Chairman Williams reiterated that in hiring a County Administrator for a term less than four years would be a hard sell for an individual to accept the position given that they are required to live in Cortland County.  Mr. Cornell and Ms. Cobb agreed with Chairman Williams that stability for the individual is definitely needed.  Ms. Cobb commented that the individual should invest in Cortland County.  A motion was required for this Local Law to move this to the full Legislature so it can go to referendum in the November General Election.    MOTION BY MS. PRICE – 2ND BY MS.
