	Executive Session

	Mr. Pace explained that because of the nature of the discussion regarding specific personnel positions, he asked for a motion to hold an executive session. Mr. Hartnett made a motion to go into Executive Session. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. All members voting in favor; none opposed. 

	resolution #1

	Adopt Proposed Local Law No. 1 for the year 2010 – 2010 Retirement Incentive Program

	DISCUSSION
	Following the Executive Session, Ms. Barber explained that there are 190 people eligible to participate in Part A or Part B. Letters were sent out to those people, and 57 people have responded that they would like to participate. Part B does not save the county money, rather would cost the county about $430,000 with salary and retirement/replacement costs. After discussions with department heads, 22 people have been identified as possible savings if the Part A incentive were enacted. New letters will be sent out for a final indication if they are interested, and then move forward. Ms. Barber pointed out that not everyone who is eligible for Part A will be offered the retirement incentive – only those targeted by the legislature to provide a savings to the county. Ms. Briggs made a motion to approve the resolution, forwarding the proposed Local Law to the legislature. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. Mr. Purser suggested that the resolution be amended so as to not identify the personnel involved at this point, and to exclude Part B. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
