	Cornell Cooperative Extension

Mr. McEvoy introduced Claudia Hitt, who spoke about the Master Gardener program. The program is overseen by Cornell University. Current projects include the perennial flower garden at the fairgrounds, the McGraw Community Garden, the community garden at Beaudry Park, the 4-H plant sale, various youth education programs, Agstravaganza, Conservation Field Days and the courthouse and County Office Building gardens. 
Soil &  Water Conservation District
Ms. Barber reminded the committee there will be a Natural Gas Task Force meeting September 20. She said construction is underway on three farm projects. The SWCD also paid for $30,000 through a grant for stream bank stabilization to assist in  County highway projects. 
Planning Department/Transportation

Mr. Dineen distributed a DRAFT request for proposals for advertising on the bus fleet. He said First Transit and the transportation advisory committee is looking at redesigning some routes based on dial-a-ride calls. First Transit is considering a new route to Virgil and Greek Peak, and they are still looking for a Main Street bus stop in Cortland.
The Planning Department is working on a three-town agricultural  and farmland protection plan for Homer, Preble and Scott. They are also working with the village of Marathon to update its 40-year-old zoning ordinances.
