	Veterans
The Clerk distributed a sample resolution in supporting Senate and Assembly bills regarding free hunting, fishing and trapping licenses to NYS residents who are active duty members in the armed forces. Mr. Troy made a motion to forward a resolution to the floor of the legislature. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 
Employment & Training
Ms. Sandwick said later this month the Legislature will be asked to appoint Jennifer Kaspar, from PyroTek, to the Workforce Investment Board. Next month the Legislature will be asked to appoint  Juanita Perez Williams. 
Ms. Sandwick added that the Governor has announce a regional job bank website to assist in recruitment and job searches. 
Social Services

Ms. Monroe reviewed her quarterly statistics for DSS. She said Temporary Assistance cases have flattened out at 460 as of September, however the Safety Net portion of the cases are higher, which have a higher County Cost. She said Food Stamps and Medicaid have reached a plateau for the first time in years, and she thinks nearly all eligible people in the County may already be enrolled. Foster Care is at 138 cases, the lowest in nearly two years. 

Nutrition and Youth Board Update

Mr. Troy distributed a copy of the Congregate Meals Report at the County’s respective senior centers. He said Dec. 9 will be a holiday dinner for the seniors. 

Mr. Troy said the Youth Board understands the decision made by the County in cutting the Youth Bureau, however they are in support of Mr. Lann’s proposal to retain a part-time office. He added the Board was disappointed that they were not included or asked for input regarding the decision.
