	Veterans
Mr. Bullock said the Syracuse V.A. Hospital and Habitat for Humanity are building two homes for homeless veterans. 
He said the paper trail for veterans services causes unwarranted delays. A claim filed in Buffalo, which needs records from Florida, is then being sent to New York City, and this is delaying much needed benefits. 

Employment & Training
Ms. Sandwick said the program met all performance goals for last year, however a correction plan was required for fiscal monitoring. This plan was submitted and approved. . 
Social Services

Ms. Monroe said the acquisition of 17 Stewart Place is in the final phase and the sale must be advertised for 30 days.  

She said the food stamps and Medicaid unit is being overwhelmed with work and that examiners have over 1000 cases each. 

The County’s contract with the Huntington Center will be terminated. It was $130,000 for sexual abuse counseling. The DSS department will be working with Family Counseling Services, which allows for Medicaid billing, and this should save the County some money
