	Veteran’s Services Office
Mr. Bullock said the Veteran’s Affairs clinic has moved from Route 281 to Freeville. He is working to arrange better transportation for vets to the new clinic location. The DAV is doing interviews for potential drivers. 
Employment & Training

Ms. Sandwick discussed the On-the-Job training program. Funds for the program are state and federal funds. The money goes to a company to help subsidize training of an employee the company may not otherwise be able to hire.
Area Agency on Aging
Ms. Deloff said this month is the annual March for Meals campaign. March 23 will be the ride-along, and March 26 will be the annual bowl-a-thon. She discussed potential impacts of the Governor’s proposed budget, including the NY Connects program and RSVP funding. 
Social Services

Ms. Monroe said Medicaid caseloads have gone up about 11 %, and food stamps have gone up about 12% from 2009 numbers. Temporary Assistance and Child Protective Services have stayed the same, however, 2009 saw significant increases in all these programs. 

The HEAP season usually closes around May 1. There have been more benefits going out this year then ever before. Ms. Monroe also discussed potential impacts of the Governor’s budget. Right now it appears the county’s local share would remain unaffected, because the TANF funds will pay for cash assistance programs, and offset other cuts. However, this is a one-time fix.

The NYS Dept. of Health is contracting with Maximus Health Care for managed care enrollments. This means a new full-time Maximus employee will be working in DSS, at no County cost. 

The annual Foster Care Dinner will be held May 13.

The RSVP Recognition Dinner will be held May 3.
