	Minutes Approval

	Discussion Items

	Interoperable Communications Project
Mr. Whitney distributed a report that was given to representatives in Albany regarding the Interoperable Communications Project. He said members of the Communications Advisory Board had a very successful meeting and that the Cortland County project is a perfect fit for the state grant program. The grant guidelines will be coming out soon. Mr. Hess said he has most of the grant prepared, and will be submitted once the guidelines are provided. He said he would like to acquire the services of a professional grant writer to review the grant prior to submission. Mr. Hess will look into proposals for a grant reviewer that has expertise in this field.
Sheriff’s Department
Deputy Sheriff Herb Barnhart gave an overview of department operations. He said the touch-screen monitors at 911 Center are more than five years old and will need to be replaced. There are 10 machines that cost about $5,000. Two have already been replaced. He added that with the cost of fuel going up the department will likely exceed the budgeted figures. 
Fire & Emergency Management

Mr. Duell provided a chart and discussed the distribution of Homeland Security Grants over the last three years. (see attached) He added that a small Emergency Operations Center has been created in the Public Safety Building for smaller events, like the flooding in September of 2010. He said the EOC in the County Office Building will be relocating from the cafeteria to Room 202.

Public Defenders Office

Mr. Dayton told the committee that a family court attorney has retired, and another is on maternity leave, so the office is short-handed, but is keeping up.

District Attorney
Mr. Suben said his office is still in need of more space, and the former DMV space is currently vacant. The committee discussed the possibility of necessary renovations to move Probation into the DMV site and providing the DA’s office with the current probation area. Mr. Park asked about the availability of Tobacco Funds and what the priority is for the remaining money.
