	RSVP Board
Mr. Fuller said that this is National Volunteer Week, and a proclamation will be presented this month at Session. The annual RSVP dinner will be held May 3.
DSS – Abolish/Create position

Ms. Monroe provided a justification sheet, and said the department is doing the absolute minimum necessary in the fraud department due to staffing levels. She said she had a Senior Clerk from the records division that is vacant, and has been since December of 2010. The position is no longer necessary as the department is scanning all records now. She said  she would like to create a Senior Social Welfare Examiner position to assist in the fraud investigations. The pay difference would be about $4,000, 25% of which would be local. There is currently a back log of cases that have been reported, and needs to be investigated. She said this is just for discussion and if the committee wants to move forward it can be done next month. Mr. Troy made a motion to have a resolution created to abolish/create as discussed here. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. 
Veterans Service Agency

Mr. Bullock is still working on transportation to and from the new vets clinic in Freeville, but that things are getting better.

Mr. Bullock told the committee that postage rates have gone up and by the end of the year his budget line may be short about $200.
Area Agency on Aging
Ms. Deloff said the department received a $1,400 check from the Meals on Wheels Foundation. She distributed a list of celebrations at Senior Centers for Older American’s Month.
Ms. Deloff warned about a letter scam targeting seniors, saying that they have won a monetary prize.

Ms. Deloff added that the NYS funding for the Senior Games has been pulled, however a local group has raised funds and the Regional Sports Council, Convention & Visitor’s Bureau are taking over the operations to bring the games back to Cortland.
Employment & Training

Ms. Sandwick said April 27 will feature a speaker on clean industries and clean jobs. She said the news for summer funding appears to be good, and at the same levels as last year. 
May 24 at SUNY Cortland will be Jump Start 10 in Cortland County – all 10th graders in Cortland County will be invited to hear speakers and attend workshops to plan for future employment. 
Social Services

Ms. Monroe reviewed the DSS Annual Report and Business Plan. DSS has 129 full time employees, four directors and three temporary, seasonal employees. She said in addition to improving all aspects of day-to-day operations, this year she would like to focus on professional development for employees. She said that all programs provided by DSS are mandated by the state, and have an average 25-30% local share.
