	Authorize Agreement/Amend Budget – Child Passenger Safety Program – Sheriff’s Dept.

	discussion
	Ms. Gofkowski made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. Sheriff Price explained that this grant goes to purchase car seats and offer training to install them properly. There are no eligibility requirements to receive the seats. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #2
	Authorize Agreement – Sheriff’s Dept./Jail (NYS DOCS – Cook/Chill)

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. Sheriff Price said this contract provided pre-made and pre-packaged food for jail inmates, and is a significant cost savings to the County. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Accept FY10 Homeland Security Grant Program

	discussion
	Ms. Gofkowski made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. Mr. Duell said these are federal funds from Homeland Security, which are passed through NYS. Cortland County receives this grant every year, but the numbers have been going down. This year funds will go to purchasing new defibrillators; $14,000 to the Health Department; and also for the HazMat program with the City of Cortland. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	Interoperable Communications Project
· Mr. Hess said the County is applying for three different grant categories, each with $2 million, and grants are due May 17. He said this grant application fit Cortland County perfectly, but asked the legislature to consider the possibility of hiring a grant writer in the future for other grant opportunities, both for this and/or other projects.
· Mr. Corpora said the first monthly meeting for the IECS project will be held next week. The group will be working on the SEQR process and reviewing options for potential land acquisition if necessary, by determining final locations for tower sites.

Probation Department Update
· Ms. Cutia said the Probation Department has hired a new officer who starts next week.
· The Alternatives To Incarceration Plan was approved by the state, but the contract has not yet been finalized. Once done, payment can be made, but will likely be reduced by 7.9% (from about $16,000 to $14,000)

· A combined training with Seneca County will be held on the newly installed Caseload Explorer software.

Public Defender’s Office Update 
Mr. Dayton said his office is currently down one paralegal (which is being replaced) and one attorney out on medical leave. His office is doing what it can to keep up.
