	Other Discussion Items

	Youth Bureau

Mr. Lann distributed a year-to-date budget report for the Youth Bureau Department.
Veterans Service Agency

Mr. Bullock said the US House Budget Committee is looking to save billions of dollars by dropping non-service vets that are currently enrolled in the health care program. He said this could have a serious impact on many veterans who may have dropped their previous healthcare programs in order to participate, and are now no longer eligible to re-enroll. Mr. Fuller made a motion to draft a resolution in support of the veterans and in opposition to any such legislation. Seconded by Mr. Troy. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Mr. Pace thanked Mr. Bullock for doing an outstanding job at the Courthouse Park Memorial Day service. Mr. Bullock said there is no memorial for Persian Gulf vets killed in active duty and he is looking into the possibility of getting one. 
Area Agency on Aging
Ms. Deloff distributed the 2010 Annual Report, and a short overview of the report. 

She said that RSVP will lose 50% of its funding, and the state allocation will be a mere $5,600. Previous state allocations and grants paid for two part-time positions. As cuts have been made one of those positions has been reduced to 8 hours per week, and the other position is “up in the air.”
The department received a $9,141 grant from Walmart to purchase a convection oven. Matching these funds with fundraising money will allow the county to purchase two necessary ovens, and she will update the committee once bids have been received and evaluated. 
Employment & Training

Ms. Davison distributed a resolution that will be considered at Legislative Session, appointing members of the Workforce Investment Board.
Ms. Davison said the department is losing $53,579 in the adult program, $22,560 in the youth program, and $58,475 in the dislocated worker program. All of the funds will be cut out of the first-quarter allotment, as opposed to cuts throughout the year. To mitigate this they have applied for a $304,000 grant to serve 100 additional youth, and will hear back on the results soon. $78,000 goes to administering the program, while $185,789 goes to youth wages for work performed.
Social Services

Ms. Monroe said the HEAP program ended May 15, and has continued to grow every year. There were 4,700 regular payments, and 1,700 for energy benefits; both increases from 2009-2010.
There are some changes in Medicaid, such as DSS playing a role, with nurses from the Health Department, in authorizing in-home personal care aides. This will be taken over by the state. 
Ms. Monroe said that NYS has sent a letter regarding available funds, about $40,000 for Detention and Prevention. However the letter does not state that $70,000 is being cut from the PINS diversion program. The $40,000 must be spent by March, and she is working to determine how best to allocate the money.
