	Authorize Agreement/Child Advocacy Program

	discussion
	Mr. Bushnell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. Mr. Suben said the Child Advocacy Program is paid for through a NYS grant, and was previously administered by the YWCA. As rent costs have increased and the grant funds have decreased, a large percentage of the grant has gone for the space. Mr. Suben has volunteered to take the program over. He said the program will be “revenue neutral” and he will not be requesting additional funds in his department budget. He will need space to run the program.  The NYS Attorney General and NYS Comptroller must approve of the DA taking over this contract. He said this contract must be approved by the County prior to July 31 to be eligible for the funding. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Discussion items:

· Coroner Kevin Sharp provided a budget update to the committee. He said the largest expense is the Medical Fees and Professional Services associated with autopisies. About 75% of the budget line has been spent, and it may be exceeded. This is an unavoidable cost. He said bills for transportation have not been paid yet because of a billing issue with TLC. There are even some outstanding bills from 2009 and 2010, but they will not be paid until a clarification can be made as to the transportation in and out of the County. 
· Ms. DeRusso said the All-Hazard Mitigation Plan has been approved by the state, pending local adoption. The plan needs to be adopted by the Legislature, as well as all other municipalities. She will have a resolution for this at the August meeting. 

· Mr. Corpora spoke about the Emergency Interoperable Communications System. He said Motorola will be giving a presentation at the Legislative Session this month. There will likely be a resolution regarding the SEQR process at the August meeting. Mr. Murphy said after the SEQR process is complete, Motorola will be looking for another resolution to proceed. Mr. Hess said that the grant decision has been delayed until “mid-summer.” 
· Mr. Murphy said Carl Moses, Director of Weights & Measures, would like the legislature to consider a local law that would require gold and silver dealers to retain their purchases for an extended time, to protect the public and allow law enforcement to review the transactions when necessary.
