In December of 2010 the Legislature approved spending $1,000 for the regional transportation study. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Parker. Mr. Dineen said that the $1,000 is a local match for software for the coordination of services between various agencies who provide and/or need public transportation, with hopes of allowing for a nights and weekends schedule. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion
	Soil &  Water Conservation District
Ms. Barber said that she and Mr. Williams attended an all-day meeting on the Chesapeake Bay TMDL regulations. Mr. Williams said that due to unrealistic expectations Chemung County is considering a lawsuit and Cortland County may want to join the effort. 

Ms. Barber said that the SWCD and other county departments and agencies are reviewing the Preliminary Revised Draft SGIES on hydrofracking. She said comments are due back in August. Mr. Dineen suggested a resolution be passed requesting an extension of the comment period on this document. Ms. Arnold made a motion to have a resolution prepared to request an extension of the comment period. Seconded by Mr. Ross. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
The Fire &  Emergency Management Office has been notified that the All Hazard Mitigation Plan has been approved. The next step will be for all municipalities to officially adopt the plan, then they will all be eligible to apply for funds from additional sources. This includes the City, as it could provide funding for the berm project in the waterworks. 
The state has announced their agricultural non-point source pollution control and abatement grants. Cortland County has three grants, and $1.1 million in grant funds, which relates to about $1.7 million in construction projects. 

2010 Census Data/Redistricting 
Mr. Ross said the planning department has provided the various options in redistricting and reducing the size of the legislature, and asked what action the committee would like to take. Ms. Arnold made a motion that the County Attorney prepare a local law to reduce the legislature from 19 to 17. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. Mr. Hartnett said he is in support of this, as long as the salary remains the same. All members voting in favor; except Mr. Steger, who was opposed. The motion was approved. This local law would have to go to a referendum, and would go into affect in the 2013 elections, for the 2014 term.
Planning Dept. Budget
Mr. Dineen distributed a year-to-date budget report. He said he has no real concerns on going over budget at this point. The budget lines that exceed the 50% mark are one-time expenses.
