	Mr. Fuller made a motion to adopt the minutes of the June 9, 2011 regular meeting.  Mr. Troy seconded the motion.  All members voting favor, none opposed; minutes were approved as printed.

	Discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Fuller. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	Youth Bureau

Ms. Monroe said that DSS is working with the Youth Bureau on a Consolidated Services Plan which is required by NYS and is Due October 1st.

Mr. Lann said he has been informed by the Administrator that the Youth Bureau will likely be cut from the 2012 budget. Mr. Lann proposed an alternative, which would include his retirement at the end of 2011, and coming back part time, which would allow the County to continue to secure state funds for youth programs. Without the County Youth Bureau, towns and villages would have to apply for these funds, and would likely not do so. It amounts to $86,786, which is distributed throughout the municipalities. About 1/3 of the funds go to the City. He distributed a report showing the 2011 allocations to municipalities and the number of people served. Mr. Cornell said this report and Mr. Lann’s proposal can be reviewed and discussed at the September meeting.

Area Agency on Aging
Ms. Deloff  said the Countywide picnic will have about 150 people attending. 

The department has received a grant from the food bank for a commercial freezer for the County food pantry. 

The Wal-mart grant and matching donations have purchased two new ovens, which have been delivered. Buildings & Grounds will install them when they have time. The grant requires follow-up publicity so once the ovens are installed she will let legislators know of any ribbon cutting events.  

Due to reduced state funding, RSVP has laid off a part-time employee.

Mr. Troy, member of the Nutrition Board, distributed a Senior Center evaluation and the Congregate Meals Report. He said the Senior Centers are concerned about reductions in services due to cuts in the 2012 budget. He said perhaps the committee can provide the administrator with recommendations prior to the proposed budget being completed. 

Social Services

Ms. Monroe said the Cash Assistance Program in June saw the highest figures since 2003, with 129 new applicants. She said this may be because unemployment benefits are running out for many residents.
