	Minutes Approval

Mr. Troy made a motion to accept the minutes of the July 12, 2011 Regular Meeting; Seconded Mr. Willcox. Ms. Arnold noted a correction. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Approve Project/Authorize Acceptance of Grants from FAA and NYSDOT, Authorize Construction – Obstruction Removal (Airport)

	discussion
	Mr. Fuller said this resolution is a late addition to the agenda and asked if there were any objections to considering it. Upon hearing none, Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the project. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. Mr. Buerkle said this is simply executing the project that has been in the works for several years. There is a 2.5% county match, which is included in the Airport Budget. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #2
	Amend Resolution/Contract – Barton & Loguidice

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Ross. Mr. Fuller said that questions remain regarding the landfill and the draft local law. Mr. Chambers said that a list of questions was sent to EnSol and Barton & Loguidice. The EnSol proposal was for $2,500 and Barton & Loguidice was for $1,900. Mr. Fuller said this is a professional service, and may not require a resolution, but he would like committee and legislature approval if possible. He said the Barton & Loguidice proposal also included assisting in the SEQR process, which is a necessary step in adopting the law, and assistance in developing a list of BUD that is acceptable to the legislature. All members voting in favor, except Mr. Willcox and Ms. Gofkowski, who were opposed. The motion was approved.  

	Discussion Topics

	· Household Hazardous Waste Day will be held Saturday, Sept. 17, 2011. 
· Buildings & Grounds and Highway departments would like to purchase a used lift. Mr. Chambers said he would like approval to go out to bid for the purchase. Mr. Williams said that Buildings & Grounds has already approved this. Mr. Purser said if this is used equipment, then the County may not have to go out to bid, and he will review this. 

· Mr. Fuller said he would like to hold a Special Meeting of the Highway Committee on August 23 at 6 p.m. and invite haulers who utilize the landfill to voice their thoughts on the draft solid waste law. The committee asked the clerk to send invitations to haulers and include a copy of the law.

· Mr. Ross requested that all future correspondence, updates and reports from Lime Hollow Nature Center be directed to the Ag/Planning/Env. Committee. The committee agreed that Ag & Planning is a more appropriate venue for discussions. Mr. Purser said the Legislature owns the property but has said Lime Hollow can police the trail as they see fit. He said the Legislature should legally define Lime Hollow’s responsibility to protect both entities’ liability.
· The Committee reviewed the draft Road Use Agreement. Following minor revisions to be made by the County Attorney’s office, the committee asked that the law be sent to town supervisors for further review. Mr. Purser explained that the document being reviewed is only the agreement, and the Local Law will discuss how the agreement will be implemented.
· Mr. Troy made a motion to auction surplus Highway equipment. Seconded by Ms. Gofkowski. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
