	Other Discussion Items

	Youth Bureau

Mr. Lann distributed a proposal that would allow for a part-time director and part-time secretary for 2012. This would allow the County to continue to accept and administer grant funds of about $90,000 to the towns. In 2011 the cost to the County was $127,000. A part-time department cuts it down to $61,000. He said that the secretary position in his budget currently also serves the Buildings & Grounds department, Weights & Measures, Safety Officer and Youth Bureau. He said even if the Youth Bureau is cut in 2012, he hopes the secretary position will be picked up by another department. Mr. Troy said the Youth Board is in support of Mr. Lann’s part-time proposal. 
Area Agency on Aging
Ms. Deloff  said annual enrichment day will be held October 14. The public hearing on the annual plan will also be held that day. 
The open enrollment for Medicare Part D health insurance starts October 15 through Nov. 7. Letters will go out to clients this week to inform them of changes this year.  The department will be open some Saturdays to assist in the enrollment. 

Social Services

Ms. Monroe said funding is being completely cut for the TASA program, which provides services to about 40 “teens at risk of parenting” and young parents, and is administered by Catholic Charities. They are looking into what other services or programs can assist these people. 
The heating assistance program, HEAP, begins enrollment mid-November, which is later than usual, and with a shorter season, ending in March. The benefits are also reduced. This could have an impact on other programs, such as emergency assistance benefits for people at risk of having their heat turned off. 

Veterans Department

Mr. Bullock said a living marine veteran is receiving the Congressional Medal of Honor for the first time since 1973 for actions taken in 2009. 
Three medical conditions related to Agent Orange exposure are being treated by the Veteran’s Association. About $2.2 billion has been paid retroactively for services, with about $600,000 in Cortland County. 

The new VA clinic in Freeville had its grand opening Sept. 12. The Cortland Disabled American Veterans Club is doing a good job of transporting vets to the clinic. 
ProAct Discount Prescription Drug Company

Terrence O’Neil said that ProAct is in 47 counties in NYS, have filled 2.1 million prescriptions and saved more than $60 million. Cortland County subscribed in 2009, and residents have filled 12,000 prescriptions, saving more than $390,000. Ms. Price asked that ProAct provide additional cards for legislators to take to their respective town boards.
