	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of August 9, 2011. Seconded by Mr. Park. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	Resolution #1
	Authorize Agreement – Waste Management LLC/Trash Removal

	Discussion
	Mr. Park made a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Mr. B. Parker said there were 12 RFP packages sent out, and this was the least expensive proposal of the three that responded. The contract states the hauler must utilize the County’s landfill. This can be reviewed based on weigh-station slips. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	· Mr. B. Parker said a wing has been temporarily closed in the basement of the public safety building for the installation of a new boiler. He expects the heat to be running by the end of the week. 
· Mr. B. Parker said he has received a request from the Independent Gas & Oil Association of NY to use the auditorium. They are willing to pay all necessary costs, and have provided an insurance certificate. The company has also offered to pay for security. Mr. R. Parker suggested two security officers, due to the controversial nature of the topic. Mr. Williams said a disclaimer should be provided, stating the views and opinions expressed at the presentation do not necessarily reflect those of the County. The Committee granted permission, contingent upon all necessary insurance, safety/security and a disclaimer, which can be written by the County Attorney’s office. 

· Mr. B. Parker has received and distributed a request from the District Attorney’s Office and Social Services for renovations to the current Environmental Health offices, for the Child Advocacy Center. (Env. Health will then move to the CHHA area, once vacant.) The request includes a bathroom, paint, carpets and a handicapped accessible ramp. The costs associated with the renovations should be covered by the grant. The grant may pay up to $18 per square foot of space utilized. The committee agreed to move forward with the renovations.

· Mr. B. Parker said the NYPA project for the County Office Building is nearly complete with a punch-list meeting on October 18.   
· Mr. Miller said the jail roof has been completed, and the eastern courthouse steps project is on schedule, with the Highway Department pouring the concrete footers this week. 

· Mr. Willcox said parking at the County Office Building is a concern, and suggested parking at the Pendleton Street recycling center, and bussing employees to the County Office Building. Mr. B. Parker said a paved parking lot at the recycling center will cost as much as $900,000. The gates at the recycling center close at 4 p.m., which restricts access to the lot. He said it is nearly a 20 minute bus ride to and from the recycling center, including stop lights and other bus stops, and it costs $1 per ride. Mr. Waldbauer suggested that the seniors be encouraged to take the bus on busy days at the Senior Center. 
· Mr. B. Parker said he has called Joe Kash several times and left messages regarding the masonry work that was contracted last year. Mr. Willcox said that Mr. Kash signed a letter of understanding that the work would be done, and done on time. Mr. Willcox said a registered and certified letter should be sent to Mr. Kash, indicating that if Mr. Kash does not clarify his intentions, or set a deadline for the work to be done, then the County will opt out of the contract.

	Mr. Park made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The meeting was adjourned.
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
