	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Park made a motion to approve the minutes of February 8, 2011. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding, pending a correction. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved pending a correction.

	Authorize Agreement/Handicap Entrance Installation

	DISCUSSION
	Mr. Park made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. Ms. Larkin said that two bids were received to make three doors handicapped accessible. Mr. B. Parker pointed out that this proposal does not include the interior bathroom doors, and noted that the existing doors are still in compliance with ADA regulations. The committee agreed that as the building was paid for with “Tobacco Funds” then the doors could also be paid for with that money. All members voting in favor; except Mr. Willcox, who was opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Use of Courthouse Park
Mr. B. Parker distributed a request from the Cortland Cultural Council to use a portion of Courthouse Park for the annual Arts & Wine festival. The committee discussed recent complaints of alcohol-related activity regarding the recent Chill-a-bration event. The committee asked that a letter be sent to the Cortland Downtown Partnership, advising of the complaints. Mr. Park made a motion to allow use of Courthouse Park for the Arts & Wine festival, as long as the county is an additionally insured party. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Cortlandville Training Center

Deputy FEMA Chief Kevin Whitney has sent a letter indicating the $1 lease of the Cortlandville Training Center is up at the end of the year. The committee asked that Mr. Murphy meet with Mr. Whitney to arrange for continued use of the facility.
Linen/Uniform Contract

 Mr. B. Parker said following a September meeting with Ames Linen and representatives from NYSID, he was instructed to request proposals. He did so, but then put a hold on them when informed by the County Attorney to do so because NYSID, working with Ames, is considered a preferred source vendor by NYS. He said NYSID will provide the county with a proposal for services prior to the Budget & Finance proposal. The extension with the current vendor expires at the end of March. The Committee asked that Mr. B. Parker acquire the RFPs from interested vendors, and compare to that of NYSID and Ames. A resolution will be presented at Budget & Finance.
