	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of March 8, 2011. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of March 24, 2011 Special Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	RESOLUTION #1
	Accept Proposal/Authorize Agreement – Participate in National Grid Rebate Program

	DISCUSSION
	Mr. Park made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Bushnell.  Mr. B. Parker said this resolution adds additional items to the original project that were missed during the first punch-list. It will amend the cost of the overall project by $1,215.89. All members voting in favor; the resolution was approved.

	RESOLUTION #2
	Amend Res. 43-11/Authorize Payment – NYPA Project 

	DISCUSSION
	On motion of Mr. Park. Seconded by Mr. Spaulding. Mr. B. Parker explained that this resolution is simply authorizing payment for the project approved in the last resolution. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	RESOLUTION #3
	Amend 2011 Budget – Proceeds Surplus Equipment

	DISCUSSION
	Mr. Park made a motion to approve. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. Mr. B. Parker said this committee had given the authority to use the Moose Club auction money for a new snow blade for the lawn tractor, but this resolution amends the budget to that end. It is simple book keeping. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	Safety Officer – Thermal Imaging Camera
Mr. Evener said that his department has funds in his budget for a Thermal Imaging Camera, which costs about $1,600. It will be useful to check for “hot spots” in building walls, at the landfill or after fires. Currently if a camera is needed it can be borrowed from a fire department. The committee agreed this is not a necessary expense at this time, and thusly denied the request.
Paint the Town Purple
Mr. B. Parker said he has had a request from the Relay for Life team, which raises money for the American Cancer Society. The Legislature has already proclaimed a week in April as Paint the Town Purple week, and the group has requested covers be placed on the exterior Courthouse lights to change the color of the dome to purple. Mr. B. Parker said the lenses will cost $50 and the Relay for Life team will purchase the materials. Mr. Miller said this is a two-man job, with about one hour per light. The committee agreed while the idea has merit, the man power associated with building and mounting the lenses is cost prohibitive, and thusly denied the request.
Homeland Security Grant
Mr. B. Parker said the planning department has an opportunity to get a homeland security grant. The County GIS is housed in the planning department at 37 Church Street, which in an emergency situation does not have auxiliary generator power. He is investigating what size generator would suffice for 37 Church Street, and if the grant would also fund a generator to cover both 37 Church and the courthouse. He will keep the committee updated. 
Landfill Generator
The generator at the landfill needs a new controller. The generator still runs, but can not be programmed. It runs the scale house and keeps the pumps running. Mr. B. Parker said that generators are paid through the B&G department. Mr. Park made a motion to repair the generator. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Jail Roof

Mr. Miller said that a final survey is being done on the roof within a week, then bid specs will go out.

EICS Grant Application

Mr. Hess said there are three separate grant opportunities for the Interoperable Communications Project – each with a limit of $2 million. Mr. Hess said he thinks the county’s project fits all three categories well. The grant deadline is May 17, and awards are expected to be announced by the end of June.
