	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of April 12, 2011. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed.

	Extend Contract – Folder/Stuffer/Sealer (Pitney Bowes)

	DISCUSSION
	Mr. Steger made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell.  Mr. Corpora said this is an extension of an existing contract under nearly identical terms. All members voting in favor; the resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Jail Roof- Rich Thomas of Astec Roofing Systems
Mr. Thomas explained the process of installing his company’s roofing system. He said both the labor and the product are guaranteed for ten years, and that after 10 years it will cost 50% of the initial cost to repair/replace for an additional 10 years. Two similar projects were done for the Binghamton and Norwich Housing Authorities, respectively. He estimated that the 11,000-square-foot jail would take about a week to install, but can’t be done in the rain, and would need about a month’s notice to get prepared for the job. An initial estimate for the work was $4.79 per square foot, or about $52,465. Mr. B. Parker said the money is budgeted, and that with this system there will be no costs associated with boarding out prisoners. Mr. R. Parker asked about routine maintenance and annual inspections. Mr. Thomas said the maintenance is minimal, and recommended inspections every other year. Mr. Park made a motion to have a resolution prepared for the full legislature to move forward with this project. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 
Dwyer Park Electrical Project
Mr. B. Parker and Mr. Miller said the County Safety Officer has reviewed the County’s portion of work done and approved it. The work to be done by CRT is not complete yet, and Mr. Miller suggested locking the upstairs portion of the pavilion to ensure public safety. The committee asked Mr. Purser to send a letter advising CRT of the decision to lock the upstairs portion of the building until electrical work is complete.
County Lighting Project
Mr. B. Parker said there have been complaints that the lighting in the County Office Building and Courthouse parking lots is not bright enough. He said National Grid will do new installations of the lighting at no cost, however there will be an estimated annual cost of $2,787 in more power used. Mr. Willcox made a motion to proceed with the lighting upgrade. Seconded by Mr. Park. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
