	Approval of Minutes
Mr. Spaulding made a motion to approve the minutes of July 12, 2011. Seconded by Mr. R. Parker. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	Discussion Items

	Dwyer Park Grant Scope
Mr. B. Parker said the Legislature recently contracted with Thoma Development to re-apply for an EPF grant. While much of the grant scope could be completed in house, the County does not have the man-power to do so. However, the county’s match of the grant, if awarded, will done through in-kind services by administering the grant, and work done by Building & Grounds and Highway. 
Safety Office Update
Mr. B. Parker and Mr. Evener said with recent renovations at the pavilion at Dwyer Park, a portion of the building is now designated a confined space. Mr. B. Parker said the Building & Grounds department will purchase the confined space equipment, which will be utilized by that department as well as highway.
City Water Bill
Mr. B. Parker said he has received a water bill from the City Water Department for $680.00 for work done on capping a lateral at the new DMV building on River Street. He has provided the bill to the County Attorney. The Committee asked that Mr. Purser contact the city to resolve the issue. 
Judicial Court Quarterly Report
Mr. B. Parker said the Court’s quarterly report, which he e-mailed to the committee, noted two small problems, but indicated an overall “inadequate” rating. He said the rating was given because of the deteriorating steps and a delay in the fire alarm system. He said he refused to sign the report as “inadequate” and the courts have given a four-week “reprieve,” as much of the work will be done or underway in that time. The new SignaLink alarms will be up and running by the end of the month. 
Courthouse Steps
Mr. B. Parker said the courthouse steps project will begin in November, with completion in January. The other steps will be done in 2012. He said a request has been made by the neighbor at 37 Church Street to have a sidewalk between the Church Street property and the courthouse, which was in original plans. Mr. B. Parker suggested to do the curbing and sidewalk work when the western courthouse steps are repaired in 2012. 
West Court Street Property
Mr. R. Parker asked about the status of the W. Court Street project. Mr. B. Parker said the deed has been handed over, the mechanicals are in working order, and the lot and the doors have been secured. Mr. B. Parker said a survey was done by Joe Maryak about a year ago. Mr. Park asked about what could be done to get the property back on the tax rolls. Mr. R. Parker said the property is zoned an R-4, while the surrounding property is R-2, which could make it difficult to sell.
Other updates:

· Mr. B. Parker said only one estimate has been received for tying in the recycling center fire alarm system to the 911 center, rather than the monitoring  service. Mr. R. Parker made a motion to move forward with this. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

· Mr. B. Parker said a request has been made to use the County Office Building for a one-time Golden Retriever Rescue project. Mr. B. Parker e-mailed this request, and upon hearing back from a majority of the committee, he approved the use of the buildings.  
· Mr. Williams asked Mr. B. Parker to contact Joe Kash of Kash & Sons regarding the status of the masonry work currently under contract. 

·  The chiller which was damaged upon delivery, has been returned, and a new chiller is expected to be delivered in September.
· Mr. Pace said the pedestrian signs on Court Street in from of the County Office Building prevent traffic from getting through the area when busses are parked there, which creates a more dangerous atmosphere. 

· Mr. B. Parker said he has received a proposal from ABJ Fire Projection for a required five-year inspection on the sprinkler system at the Recycling Center. He said ABJ is already under contract with the County, and the money is in his budget. Mr. Park made a motion to have ABJ do the inspection. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

· Mr. B. Parker said the department’s Bobcat needs new tires. He said he has received three quotes. The original tires lasted for four years, however the first replacements, which were purchased last year, need replaced already. Mr. Willcox asked to review the quotes prior to any action being taken.
