	Mental Health Department Update

Mr. Thayer distributed a year-to-date budget summary for the Mental Health Department (see attached). He said the revenue expected from the Continuing Day Treatment Program is about $100,000 “in the black” right now because full-time positions are not being filled due to the impending closure of the Horizon House. He hopes to use some of these “left over” funds to pay for some renovations at Clayton Ave. to incorporate the former Horizon House clients. 
Mr. Thayer said that NYS has updated its Medicaid Health Homes implementation plan, which has Cortland in Phase III of the program, which means implementation is tentatively scheduled for June 8, 2012. 

NYS has implemented a Medicaid Preferred Drug Program, which creates a tiered list of medications, which restricts doctors from prescribing certain drugs, as some drugs intended to have the exact same effect have extremely different prices. 

Health Department Update

Ms. Feuerherm said that money is still not coming in from the state for the Pre-K program. So far the County has received one payment for 2010, so payments are way behind. She said one reason for this may be a Medicaid audit that lasted several years which restricted billing, but that has been completed. 
Ms. Feuerherm said the CHHA certificate transfer was approved by the state. She said a letter should be received within 30 days to allow HCR to begin admitting patients to their own agency. HCR has signed a lease for office space and she expects them to move in to new space in early November. Mr. Cornell asked about potential revenue once this is all settled. Mr. Feuerherm said so far revenues have covered costs associated with the transfer. She said the required 10% is sitting in an escrow account, and she would expect the balance of the payment in 2012. Mr. Murphy said the financial situation with the transfer is much better than expected when the process began. Ms. Feuerherm added that there have been no complaints from patients regarding quality of care from HCR.

The November meeting will be held at Noon, rather than 7 p.m.
