Mr. Thayer said he is working with the County Administrator and County Attorney to come to terms with the lease agreement for the Clayton Ave. facility. There are some renovations that are being requested that will be included in the lease.

Mr. Murphy said the County is still trying to determine the best course of action for handling the transfer of the Certificate of Need and the contract with HCR for the County CHHA. He said a new ruling at the state level has stated that any county with fewer than two CHHA agencies no longer needs a certificate of need.
