	Health Department Update

Mr. Pace said though there are no resolutions to consider, he will be asking Health Department and Mental Health Department personnel to give regular updates to the committee to prepare legislators for impacts of cuts at budget time. He asked Ms. Feuerherm to review the County Health rankings, which placed Cortland County 53 overall in the state. She said Cortland County ranks 51st in mortality and morbidity, and 47th in health behaviors and clinical care. Due to high rates of obesity and smoking, Cortland county has elevated numbers of diabetes and chronic heart disease. She noted that the data is dated, with 2009 and 2010 not reflected. She added that this was a telephone survey, given to households with landlines, which targets an elderly population. 
Ms. Feuerherm introduced Rebecca Canzano, a supervising Public Health Educator, who spoke about the Medicaid Cancer Treatment Program, and the Susan G. Komen for the Cure program as a means for residents to get cancer screenings. Last year grants provided $137,826 for personnel costs, and $60,102 for other services, including media promotion, equipment and travel. She told the committee about the children’s safety seat program. If the seats are not properly installed it could result in additional injuries during an accident. She also works to administer funds through the Traffic Safety Advisory Board. 
Next month Jennifer Hamilton will discuss the various smoking cessation programs provided by the County.
