	Mental Health Department Update

Mr. Thayer said most of the policies and procedures for the department are being reviewed and re-written when necessary. The corporate compliance officer has started.

Dr. Susan Watrous from Horizon House has left. Dr. Stepkovitch is filling in and evaluating the structure there.  Interviews are being done with hopes of filling the position June 1. 
The County has issued an RFP for space that would fit all mental health programs, including Horizon House. 

The County’s Annual Plan for the Community Services Board is due June 1. The CSB will approve the plan. They are working to integrate the shared services and goals with other community agencies that also submit an annual plan.
Several agencies are looking into the possibility of instituting a 211 program – an informational phone program for the entire community. Ms. Feureherm said Tompkins County already has this program. It is expected to cost about $50,000, and various agencies are looking for funding sources. He said the agencies will likely contact the county as a potential funding source.

Health Department Update

Mr. Pace asked for an update on the status of the CHHA transfer. Ms. Feuerherm said the staffing and management contract will be implemented June 1. HCR has hired some staff, but not enough yet, so the County will continue to offer supplemental support until HCR is at full staff to ensure a smooth patient transfer. 

Ms. Feuerherm distributed a budget update, and noted that the state has not provided any Pre-K revenue to date. Otherwise the department is working within it’s budget and she has no serious concerns.
Jennifer Hamilton discussed the county’s Tobacco Free Cortland Community Partnership program. The Tobacco Free Cortland program is in Year 3 of a five year grant cycle. It pays a portion of four employee salaries. She spoke about the Tobacco Free Outdoor initiative that has been a success in city parks. A new smoking policy will soon be implemented by the County. About 20% of adults smoke in Cortland County, and 12% of youth. This accounts for about 98,000 cigarettes smoked every day in the County. She spoke about efforts to curb tobacco marketing in the area, and a recent effort with local landlords to restrict smoking in rental units.
