	Create Position – Election Worker-Machine Custodian and Election Worker – NYS Retired Teacher BMD Trainer

	DISCUSSION
	Ms. Briggs made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Price. Ms. Barber explained that there are seven people who were paid for services, but due to IRS regulations need to become County Employees and paid through payroll, rather than as independent contractors. They will not be eligible for insurance benefits, but will be able to be a part of the retirement system, if they choose. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Adopt Cortland County Lactation Policy

	discussion
	Ms. Price made a motion to approve. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. There was no discussion. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #3
	Authorize Agreement – Early Retirement Reinsurance Program with BCG - Personnel

	discussion
	Ms. Price made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Ms. Barber explained that this resolution will allow the county to contract with BCG to work with RMSCO to apply for grants to offset health insurance costs from the early retirement incentive approved last year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

	Discussion Items

· Ms. Price said that this committee had asked the County Clerk to get proposals for push-button handicapped doors at the DMV and Board of Elections. Ms. Larkin has received two proposals so far and will be presenting the results to the Buildings & Grounds Committee.
· The Clerk said he has deferred his grant application through the NYS Archives for 2011 to the County Clerk, as the quotes for her application came in higher than anticipated and exceeded the two-grant per county option, thus only allowing for one. 
· Mr. Williams explained the potential process for increasing the Election Commissioner’s pay during the course of their terms. He said that it must be done by local law, which is subject to permissive referendum. Mr. Hartnett said the attorney’s office believes the Local Law is the only means to provide an increase at this point. The Committee asked the County Attorney to have a local law drafted to increase the commissioner’s salary, at the March meeting.
· Ms. Barber reviewed the Vacancy Report for February, 2011. 
· The Committee reviewed the proposed changes to the Rules of Order. Mr. R. Parker said there are a few additional changes that need to be made, so at least one more meeting of the sub-committee will be held. Mr. Purser said there are no provisions for an “Ad-Hoc” committee in state law. The Committee discussed who is allowed and who should serve on a search committee for appointed positions. Mr. Troy suggested the County Administrator sit on the committee, in addition to the legislators-elect, as the administrator has a day-to-day working relationship with these positions, and new legislators would not. Mr. Troy submitted questions and recommendations to the Clerk of the Legislature.

	Executive Session

Mr. Pace asked for an executive session to discuss legislator’s health benefits, as discussion in public could lead to a violation of privacy. Ms. Price made a motion to hold an executive session. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. The Committee held an Executive Session.
