Ms. Larkin explained that when the Civil War Monument in Courthouse Park was installed it left off any veterans from Lapeer. As proposed this would not cost the county any money. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

	Amend Resolution 143-09 – Establish Fees for Election Workers

	Ms. Briggs made a motion to approve. Seconded by Ms. Price. Mr. Howe explained that amending the previous resolution will not cost the county any money, but will better justify payments under the current system. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #3
	Adopt Local Law No. 1 of 2011 – Increase Salary – Election Commissioners

	discussion
	Ms. Briggs made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Hartnett. Mr. Purser said as they have staggered terms, and salaries must be the same, increasing the salary of the election commissioners during their term must be done by local law. The law does not permit the county to pay the commissioners retroactively. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

	resolution #4
	Abolish health, Dental and Vision Insurance Practice – Cortland County Legislature

	discussion
	Ms. Cobb made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Ms. Briggs. Ms. Briggs said legislators are eligible for insurance as members of the Chamber of Commerce. Mr. Troy said that this is a good benefit for legislators, who are the lowest paid in the state, and that the county is self-insured, so if the legislators do not use the policy, then it is actually a cost benefit to the county. Ms. Arnold said there is an unfair discrepancy between legislators who utilize the insurance and those who do not. Mr. Waldbauer said cutting the health insurance may lead to difficulty in finding candidates to run for the legislature. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

· Mr. Murphy said the concept of charging election costs back to the town was taken out of the 2011 budget, and that towns and villages should be notified this year.
