	Setting Meeting Dates for November, December (Legislature)

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, seconded by Ms. Price, Agenda Item No. 1 was introduced. The Clerk said the meeting dates must be set by resolution, and the dates are being changed to accommodate the holiday schedule. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #2
	Amend County Health Insurance Plan – Definition of Dependent

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Ms. Price, Agenda Item No. 2 was introduced. Ms. Barber said the County’s current definition of dependent excludes same-sex marriages, which are now recognized by New York State, and therefore it should be changed. Ms. Briggs asked if this is something the County is required to do. Ms. Barber said not doing so could result in a civil rights lawsuit. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Authorize Agreement Between Cortland County and NYS Nurses Association to June 30, 2016

	discussion
	Following an executive session, Ms. Price made a motion to consider the resolution, second by Mr. Troy, and Agenda Item No. 3 was introduced. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Agenda Item No. 3 was approved. 

	Discussion Items

· The Clerk/Historian told the committee that he hosted a meeting of regional historians, with more than 45 attendees, which is the largest gathering in the region’s history. 
· Mr. Purser told the committee that his office has been busy working on Right of Ways and easements for the Interoperable Communications Project. There have also been some problems with the foreclosure process, but a further update on that will be given at the Budget & Finance Committee meeting. 
· Ms. Barber said that negotiations for the New York State Nurses Association contract began this week, and she hopes to have a resolution to approve a new contract next month. 

· The committee reviewed the Legislature’s proposed budget. The Clerk said he has met with Mr. Murphy and has no problems with the changes he will propose. Any remaining money left over from the Tobacco Asset Securitization Corp, which paid for the renovations and improvements in Room 304 will be re-allocated next year to make improvements in legislative chambers. Also, there will be money included for the clerk to take one master’s level course through Empire State College.

· Mr. Purser reviewed the County Attorney’s budget. He said there is little or no change. The budget includes $10,000 for outside counsel, which fortunately was not used last year. 

· Ms. Barber said the only changes in her budget were mandatory, such as workers compensation costs. Her discretionary funds remained the same as 2012.
