	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 11, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Adopt Proposed Local Law No. 5 of 2012 – A Local Law Establishing Procedures for Leasing County Property at the Cortland County Airport

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Ross, Agenda Item No. 1 was introduced. Mr. Buerkle said the County has issued two RFPs for the lease of main hangars at the airport, and each time only received one proposal. He said the Airport Advisory Board feels that the RFP process is a lengthy process that makes the current tenants uneasy. Mr. Purser said there is also the need for a public hearing when each lease is executed. This local law would allow the Airport Advisory Board the authority to negotiate the terms of a lease at the airport with existing tenants if the board is happy with the current operations. Mr. Troy made a motion to amend the local law to indicate that the advisory board, with the support of the airport manager, would recommend a lease agreement. Second by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor of the amendment; none opposed. Mr. Purser said the legislature would still retain the authority to execute the lease. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #2
	Authorize Extension of State Snow/Ice Control Agreement

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Mr. Ross, Agenda Item No. 2 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said this is the agreement with the state for the 2014-15 snow season. The contract calls for the County to plow 116 center-line miles of state roads, and has been in place since 1974. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Chambers said the majority of the highway department projects are coming to a close. He said the Union Valley culvert is now open to the public. The Preble Road Bridge is now open to traffic as well. A large culvert on Gee Brook Road will be open by the end of the week. East River Road is closed and is just getting underway, but is moving forward as scheduled. The road projects are also nearly all complete. The Cheningo Road Bridge in Truxton, a federal aid project, will go out to bid this year for engineering and construction in 2013. A section of Truxton-Tully Road will also be completed next year with federal funds. 
· Mr. Buerkle said the Little York Dam engineering/design 95% completion phase is due in November. It will be provided to the DEC for approval and will be going to bid for the work in 2013. The committee asked for an update on the planned 2013 projects.
