	Minutes Approval
	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve the minutes of Sept. 11, 2012. Second by Mr. Pace. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Award Contract for Receipt, Processing, Marketing, Transfer and Hauling of Recyclable Materials - Casella

	discussion
	Mr. Pace made a motion to hold an executive session to review the terms of a potential contract. Second by Mr. Fuller. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

Following the Executive Session, on motion of Mr. Pace, second by Mr. Fuller, Agenda Item No. 1 was introduced. Ms. Arnold asked about hours of operation if Casella took over the recycling center. Mr. Gale said the hours of operation are negotiable, but would not exceed 40 hours per week. Mr. Cappadona said Casella’s goal would be to obtain 4,000 tons of recyclables per year. Mr. Fuller made a motion that the resolution be amended to reflect an expense and revenue line to pay the lease payment, and to include the monthly payment of $10,333. Seconded by Mr. Willcox. All members voting in favor of the amendment, none opposed. Mr. Troy called for a vote on the resolution, as amended. Ms. Arnold said that if the goals are obtained, and based upon the current commodities market it appears the County will still be losing an additional $40,000 by contracting with Casella. Ms. Arnold said that the recycling center should be open at least once over holiday seasons, which often has an increased tonnage available. All members voting in favor, except Ms. Arnold, who was opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	· Mr. Chambers said the RFP for a BUD Broker was issued last Friday. 
· At the committee’s request the Clerk has collected flow control laws from around the state to review. Ms. Arnold pointed out that Allegany County has instituted flow control on both solid waste and recycling, while others only specify solid waste. Mr. Park said that volume discounts to haulers could prove to be controversial, but that volume discounts to municipalities should be discussed. 

· Mr. Troy said that he will be contacting a guest speaker to talk to the committee at the November meeting.
· The committee would like Mr. Purser to review any requirements or restrictions associated with the recycling center equipment, as it was purchased with grant funds.
