	Discussion Items
Area Agency on Aging

Ms. Haskins said during budget review it was determined that it would cost about $4,500 more to pay mileage to Meals on Wheels drivers rather than using County vehicles. 
She said there have been 614 requests for Medicaid enrollment assistance to date. There were 670 in 2011. With a Medicaid redesign coming from the state, the long-term home health program will eventually be phased out. 

Received 450 HEAP applications to date. 

A total of 35 people attended a care givers recognition workshop. 

Area Agency on Aging is working with Access to Independence on a needs assessment for seniors.

Mental Health Department
Health Department
Ms. Feuerherm said the County Board of Health, which was meeting later that day, is requesting more information and discussion on the restaurant inspection program administered by the Health Department. She said recent inspections have been rather rigorous and have resulted in some high fines being imposed. She said all inspections are available to the public through Freedom of Information, however the Board of Health in interested in beginning to post the results in the newspaper. 
Social Services

Ms. Monroe said the low-income day care has been very busy, and they will likely exhaust state and federal funds. This is a fully reimbursable expense, but they are looking to reduce expenses by either reducing the eligibility requirements, or creating a waiting list. 

The County’s non-emergency Medicaid transportation is handled through First Transit, who administers much of the program for one lump sum. NYS is looking to have one vendor take over for 26 counties. County residents would contact this vendor, rather than First Transit. The vendor would then contact local taxi cabs, First Transit or other agencies. Now the County pays First Transit one lump sum for services – so this could result in a significant loss of revenue for First Transit, and potential decline of services for residents.  

An Adoption Day Celebration will be held Nov. 16, with four adoptions taking place that day as well. 
Employment & Training

Ms. Sandwick said a recent job fair had a goal of bringing 40 businesses together. The result was 50 businesses, with more than 500 job seekers, and resulted in at least 50 jobs being filled.
