	Transfer Funds – Road Machinery

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Troy, second by Mr. Ross, Agenda Item No. 2 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said that fuel prices are much higher than what was budgeted for. The money being transferred will allow for the purchase of more fuel, not just for the County but for the city and other municipalities. The transfer is coming from the utilities line, which is under budget thanks to the warm winter from last year, and the lighting updates in the highway facilities. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Chambers said nearly all construction projects for 2012 are complete. The East River Road culvert has been installed, but the road is still closed to finish some minor work and the project is ahead of schedule. 
· Mr. Chambers said the airport obstruction removal on the fish property is being completed this day. The court has awarded permission to cut the trees. The navigational aids project is also progressing well.
· Mr. Chambers said by the end of the week the 95% completion plans for the dam at Little York Lake should be received by Gomez & Sullivan. After review, the plans will be provided directly to the DEC. Mr. Chambers said there will be right-of-way impacts that will need to be addressed for this project. The project will go out to bid around April or May.
