	Minutes Approval
	Mr. Pace made a motion to approve the minutes of October 9, 2012. Second by Ms. Arnold. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Authorize Agreement/Environmental Monitoring

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Ross, second by Mr. Fuller, Resolution No. 1 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said the Soil & Water Conservation District, through a third party, and the DEC, tests, monitors and reports the groundwater at the landfill. Mr. Murphy asked for a cost breakdown on the work done. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #2
	Award Solid Waste Bid – Alternative Landfill Cover Broker

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Ross, second by Mr. Fuller, Resolution No. 2 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said that bids went out for a brokerage firm to broker for BUD material pre-approved by the DEC. Only one bid was received, from the same company that currently does the brokerage at the recycling center, which will be terminated at the end of the year. He said a bond of $25,000 will be required to contract with the vendor. About $84,000 of revenue, for 5,000 tons of BUD is anticipated, which is the maximum of 20% of the total tonnage allowed. Ms. Arnold asked if independent evaluations or spot checks of BUD material will be done. Mr. Chambers said the testing will fall to the broker, but he will get potential costs of such testing if the County were to do it, though testing costs will vary depending on the material. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Household Hazardous Waste Application

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Fuller, second by Mr. Pace, Resolution #3 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said the Household Hazardous Waste annual collection day requires this application to receive a 50% match of costs for the program. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Flow Control Discussion 
Mr. Troy said he has been reviewing local laws from other counties that have implemented flow control, and asked the committee for guidance as to if there is an interest in pursuing the idea any further. Mr. Fuller said he feels flow control would result in lawsuits and would be relatively unenforceable, however thousands of signatures have been submitted in favor of flow control, and should therefore at least be considered. Mr. Pace said the committee should explore other options to reduce costs and increase revenue and that flow control should be a last resort.
Wind farm effects on Landfill traffic

Ms. Arnold said the DEIS submitted by TCI Renewables calls for a significant number of truck trips to construct and service 25 turbines along the route to the landfill, 11 of which would drive directly through the landfill, and would constitute over 10,000 truck trips, competing with haulers to utilize the road. Mr. Chambers said the construction would trigger the County’s road preservation law.
Landfill Leachate Treatment/City Agreement

Mr. Wheelock and Mr. Troy said the City of Cortland is considering taking its sludge to another, composting facility, rather than the County landfill. Currently the practice is allowing the sludge at the landfill in return for the landfill leachate being treated at the City’s wastewater treatment plant. This could result in the City charging for treatment of the leachate. Mr. Ross said the County should be looking into on-site filtration of the leachate. Mr. Chambers said this has been cost prohibitive in the past.
Recycling Center Equipment

Mr. Purser said there may be requirements imposed on the use of equipment at the recycling center if it was purchased with a grant, and he will review this for the next meeting.
