	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the November 6, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Ross. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved.

	Award Highway Equipment – Snow Plow Equipment/Dump Trucks

	On motion of Mr. Troy, seconded by Mr. Cornell, Agenda Item No. 1 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said the County will “piggyback” on the bids from Oneida and Genesee County. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	resolution #3
	Engineering Services – Highway Asbestos Abatement

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Pace, second by Mr. Troy, Agenda Item No. 3 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said that Building & Grounds responded to a work order to clear debris falling from the ceiling. It was determined the material contained asbestos, and this engineering agreement will engineer an abatement process. The actual work will be paid for out of the Building & Grounds Department budget. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Chambers said obstruction removal on Route 222 is complete. He said multiple discussions were held with the owner regarding the pruning of the trees, including cutting the trees completely and replacing them with smaller ones, but that offer was not accepted. Therefore, about 500 trees were trimmed. He said the property does not look good, but it was what the owner and their attorney requested. He said the trees will likely die on their own.
· Mr. Chambers said that Gomez & Sullivan have provided the 95% completion of the Little York Lake dam engineering, and only minor changes were needed. The plans will be submitted to the DEC very soon.

· Mr. Chambers said that about $7.5 million of federal money and about $1 million in state money is being cut for a number of projects, mostly bridge and culvert jobs. One example is the bridge on Lorings Crossings road, which needs to be replaced, but now money is no longer available. He said the money will more likely be allocated by the state to larger cities. He said this will result in changes to the 10-year capital improvement plan.

· Mr. Chambers said the Truxton-Tully Road project has been delayed by the Department of Transportation for one year, however the change will allow for all 5.6 miles of the road to be improved, including the replacement of the cross culverts, which will be done with County employees.
