	Minutes Approval
	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve the minutes of November 6, 2012. Second by Mr. Wheelock. Ms. Arnold noted one correction. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved pending a correction. 

	resolution #1
	Authorize Agreement/Leachate Testing – Landfill

	discussion
	On motion of Mr. Ross, second by Mr. Wheelock, Resolution No. 1 was introduced. Mr. Chambers said there are two separate areas of law which require testing of the leachate. Part 360 of NYS Solid Waste Law, as well as the Industrial Stormwater Permit both require the test be done. The City’s wastewater treatment plant permit also requires testing be done, and this is an annual agreement for testing. All members voting in favor, none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Discussion Items

	Recycling Center Update
Mr. Chambers said he has met with representatives from Casella, and the company is proposing to put in a compactor that will allow them to carry more weight on each truck load. They will therefore need to install a conveyor and compactor, thus utilizing some utilities at the center. Mr. Chambers has suggested installation of a sub-meter to monitor their usage, and reimburse the County for that use. He said the installation of the compactor would also restrict use of one of the bay doors, allowing for only one door to be used at a time. The committee discussed a possible road trip to visit a similar Casella operation in Ontario County.

Mr. Chambers and the committee confirmed that the recycling center would be open 40-hours per week, and would be open on Saturdays. Casella is working with Mr. Chambers and the IT Department to update the website and further publicize any changes. 

Mr. Murphy and Mr. Purser said that equipment purchased through grant funds at the Recycling Center must carry out the objective of the grant – which was to purchase equipment for the recycling center. With that understanding, the County would not be permitted to surplus the equipment. However, Mr. Murphy said that the County may be given permission to surplus the equipment after having a meeting with the DEC to explain the situation, and that such a precedence has been set in other counties with similar grants. Ms. Arnold said that this should be considered toward the end of next year to allow time to evaluate the program with Casella.

BUD testing

Ms. Arnold said that she had requested information on spot testing on BUD material. Mr. Chambers said it would cost $897 per test on automobile fluff (performed by Microbac), and she made a motion to authorize a one-time random spot check, at Mr. Chamber’s discretion, in addition to the required testing of BUD. Second by Mr. Pace. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.

Flow Control Poll
Mr. Troy said a poll distributed to legislators by the Clerk showed that there were eight legislators who would like more work done to consider flow control, while eight others feel that they are not in favor of pursuing it. Mr. Fuller said that he is not in support of flow control, and there are many factors to consider, like enforcement. Mr. Fuller said that Madison and Onondaga counties have approved flow control, but have no enforcement mechanism. Mr. Whitney asked if enforcement could be handled by the Weights & Measures department. Mr. Troy said he would like to have a presentation on flow control, and the measures that would need to be taken to implement it. Mr. Park suggested a legislative workshop to review this. Mr. Troy said the committee should also look into the potential impacts of selling and/or leasing the landfill. Mr. Pace suggested that those in favor of flow control learn and present what they have learned to their fellow legislators. Mr. Purser suggested speaking with the Madison County Landfill Director about flow control. Ms. Arnold suggested speaking with someone from Ontario County, which has privatized its operations.
Crown City Wind Farm

Ms. Arnold distributed a copy of a map for proposed turbines that would utilize County roads near the landfill. She also said that if the project progresses then the County needs to renew its efforts in evaluating a lease with TCI for windmills on the landfill site.
