	Mr. Spaulding made  a motion to consider the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Ms. Price said a performance evaluation was done last year, and that Ms. Monroe did exceptionally well. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Other Discussion Items

	· Mr. Moore said that heating energy assistance program, HEAP, has been extended and additional funds have been provided from the state. Services will be offered until April 13.
· Ms. Price welcomed Ms. Haskins to her first meeting as the official Director of the Area Agency on Aging. Ms. Price said it has been brought to her attention that Ms. Haskins appointment may need legislative approval, but declined to reveal her source. Mr. Murphy said that he made the appointment, and he is not aware of any State or County Law that requires legislative approval. Ms. Barber said the previous director was not appointed by resolution. She suggested the County Attorney should give an opinion. Mr. Purser said he has not been made aware this was an issue, and that he will look into it. Ms. Price assured Ms. Haskins that she should continue to work as the department head, and said any further action that may be necessary will not have an impact on her, that it is merely paperwork. Ms. Morgan referenced Local Law No. 7 of 2002, which is referenced in nearly all department head resolutions, and the County Administrator has the authority to recommend only. Ms. Haskins asked how to proceed with filling a vacancy in her department, if she may not be officially holding the office. The committee told her to continue to act as department head. Ms. Price said if a special meeting of the committee needs to be called she would be happy to do so.
· Ms. Haskins said that Cortland has been named host of the Senior games for five years. June 12 is Enrichment Day at SUNY Cortland, and the March for Meals Campaign is in full swing. She introduced program managers Pat Walter, Nancy Mazzone, Cindy Stout, Patti Armstrong, who spoke about their respective programs. 
Board Updates
· Ms. Price said the program directors also attended the Older American’s board meeting and gave a similar program, outlining their responsibilities.
· Mr. Fuller said that the Nutrition Board is working to contribute to the March for Meals Campaign.
· Mr. Fuller said that RSVP is celebrating 40 years, and a proclamation will be presented at Legislative Session this month.
