	Minutes
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 6, 2012 Regular Meeting. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	resolution #1
	Bond Resolution Authorizing Issuance of $5,000,000 Bonds of the County of Cortland to Pay a Portion of the Cost of Road Construction & Improvements.

	discussion
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Boyden. Mr. Fuller said the primary focus of the grant funds will be to replace and/or repair bridges and culverts, and the resolution should reflect that. Mr. Chambers said the work that will be done is included in the 10-year capital improvement plan. He said annual state funding will go to paving and other roadway projects, while the bond will cover long-term infrastructure like bridges. Mr. Chambers said the department will spend about $1.6 million in bonding each year. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	resolution #2
	Bond Resolution Authorizing Issuance of $1,000,000 Bonds of the County of Cortland to Pay a Portion of the Cost of Construction & Improvements at Little York Lake Dam

	discussion
	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Fuller referenced a letter from the DEC, reclassifying the Little York Lake dam from a Class A Hazard to a Class B Hazard, which will result in changes to the engineering and construction. He said the original cost estimate was about $900,000, but that will likely change now. Ms. Price said the resolution states to “pay a portion” of the project. Mr. Chambers said the County has already authorized and spent money for engineering work to be done. Mr. Buerkle said he does not know if the $1 million bond will cover the project costs now or not. He said it’s possible the only change may be slightly higher flood walls. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Mr. Stepien, president of the Little York Lake Improvement Society, distributed photos showing deterioration of the dam. He said the County should research additional grant opportunities that may be available due to the reclassification of the dam. He asked that a meeting be held between engineers Gomez & Sullivan, the DEC and the County to establish the most cost effective and efficient way to move the project forward. He warned that there is a DEC permitting process that will need to take place and should be started as soon as possible to expedite the project. Mr. Troy asked if money from this bond would go to Gomez & Sullivan for additional engineering work, and asked if the committee would like him to abstain from voting on this resolution, as his son is employed by the company. Ms. Briggs asked if it’s premature to move forward with this bond, as additional costs are unknown at this time. Mr. Buerkle said final costs will not be known until the work has gone out to bid. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Approve Project/Award Contracts – Main Hangar MH1 Bathroom Renovations

	discussion
	Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Fuller said there is additional money left over from the FCC grant. The floor of the current bathrooms is a non-friable asbestos and will need to be removed, and the bathrooms will be made handicapped accessible. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Recognized Bond Revenue/Amend Budget – Highway

	Mr. Cornell made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Fuller said this resolution allocates the money from the bond to various account numbers and projects. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Award Bids – Highway Department/Materials

	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Cornell. Mr. Buerkle said these are the same material bids that are done every year, and all the comparisons can be found on the Highway Department’s website. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

Mr. Buerkle said this resolution removes the requirement for the County to provide a bond for work to be done on or adjacent to state roads. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.

	Adopt findings With Regard to Acquisition of Necessary Property Rights Under Eminent Domain Procedure Law - Airport

	Mr. Fuller asked if there were any objections to consider the resolution, as it was not on the agenda. There were no objections. Mr. Ross made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Troy. Mr. Snyder distributed the findings associated with the resolution. He said this is a necessary step in moving the proceedings forward, and the easement will allow the county to cut or trim trees on the property, and restricts the owner from constructing any structure that would be in the fly zone. Mr. Park asked Mr. Snyder to attend the legislative session to answer any questions. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.
