	Minutes
	Mr. Troy made a motion to approve the minutes of the March 8, 2012 Regular Meeting, and the March 20, 2012 Special Meeting. Seconded by Ms. Price. All members voting in favor. The minutes were approved as printed. 

	Discussion Items

· The Clerk said the Office of Historian and the Americorps Member Alex Aloi, has launched a new Facebook page and Twitter account. This will help keep people informed of historic dates, upcoming events and hopefully get a younger audience interested in local history. He is considering something similar for the Legislature. 
· Mr. Howe said the village of Marathon has voted to issue a bond for water improvements, but the public outcry is making the board consider a public referendum for the project, which would constitute a special election. Mr. Howe estimated the County cost of the election, including ballots, election inspectors, machine calibration and transportation, at about $1,500. Mr. Murphy asked if special elections such as this could be billed to the municipality, and asked the County Attorney for an opinion.

· Mr. Howe distributed a copy of Resolution 119-12, approved last month. Mr. Brown said the software company provided the wrong dates to be included in the contract, and therefore the resolution needs to be amended. Mr. Troy made a motion to amend the dates, seconded by Mr. Cornell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

· Ms. Barber reviewed the Vacancy Report. She said new positions to the list are an investigator and assistant public defender, as well as a legal position in DSS. She said there are three positions for seasonal employment and applications are coming in steadily.
· Ms. Price said the Rules of Order have been reviewed and the changes being proposed are considered “housekeeping” issues, and areas that need more in-depth discussion will be revisited. The committee noted a change in the Privilege of the Floor process. Ms. Briggs explained that the new process will provide half an hour each night, with time split evenly between the number of those present, not to exceed five minutes. Ms. Briggs made a motion to approve the proposed changes to the Rules of Order and prepare a resolution for this month’s legislative session; seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved.
