	Mr. Fuller made a motion to approve the resolution. Seconded by Mr. Wheelock. Mr. Dineen distributed copies of the proposed districts with 17 legislators. He noted that this would result in the reduction of a Homer-area district and a City of Cortland district. It would also provide for more equity among the weighted votes of legislators. Mr. Parker said the City does not have any intentions of reducing districts, and this could cause significant problems for the Board of Elections. Mr. Dineen agreed, and said there could potentially be up to 27 different ballots necessary within the city. All members voting in favor; none opposed. Mr. Ross said that if approved, this law provides for a mandatory referendum, which allows the residents of the County to decide. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved.
