Sheriff Price explained that the town of Cortlandville wrote a check directly to Taser International for their donation, rather than write the check to the County. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The resolution was approved. 

	Discussion Items

	· Ms. Cutia said she will be preparing the Probation Department’s annual plan, and this year it is required that the plan be reviewed by the Criminal Justice Advisory Board.
· Ms. Cutia said a 30-year employee in the probation department will be retiring this month and she will have a vacancy to fill in the position.  
· Mr. Goehler said there was $22,000 available in the 2011 state budget that was not provided to the County, because the County never asked for it. He has applied for an extension to request the funds and expects to collect the money soon. The money comes from a $50,000 grant, spread over three years.
· Mr. Snyder said the SEQR analysis for two new tower locations has been completed. The project was approved in September in its entirety, but the towers are being reviewed individually. He will provide two resolutions, one for each tower, with a negative declaration of environmental impacts. 
Ms. Briggs made a motion to make a negative declaration for the tower on Piety Hill, based upon the recommendation of Mr. Snyder and Mr. Teter. Seconded by Mr. Bushnell. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

Mr. Spaulding made a motion to make a negative declaration for the tower on Knickerbocker Road, based upon the recommendation of Mr. Snyder and Mr. Teter. Seconded by Mr. Wheelock. All members voting in favor; none opposed. The motion was approved. 

· Mr. Whitney said negotiations are continuing with New World Systems. He said the good faith effort they put forth, with some of the corrections, entitled them to a portion of the payment due them, however there is still much work to be done.
